One of the treasured verses of
Scripture to me while | was in
my teen and young adult years
is found in Psalm 37:4. “Delight
thyself in the Lord, and He will
give you the desires of your
heart.” There is a promise and
an attitude described in this
verse that can only be realized
well down the path of walking
with the Lord. Some might twist
this toward some form of pros-
perity theology and others might
restrict its application dispensa-
tionally, but | believe this verse
is filled with essential devotion to
God. The Lord said, “Seek ye
first the Kingdom of God and all
these things will be added unto
you. Now a selfish heart will
look at these words and become
consumed with “what will be
added unto ME!” How can |
make my materialistic pile big-
ger? So much talk is heard
from the tele-evangelists with a
focus on “what I've claimed”,
“what | own”, and “what'’s in it for
me”. Itis sad to see so much
preaching that has such a tem-
poral focus. They are all miss-
ing the point!

The power and beauty of
Psalms 37: 4 is in the first

phrase of the verse, “Delight
thyself in the Lord...” and in
the unique relationship that
ensues as a result. The
beauty of this verse is the fo-
cus of our hearts in a singular
undistracted way on the per-
son of God and our passion for
Him. When we love God and
delight in Him, everything in
our life changes. There is an
essential sequence in this
verse that cannot be ignored.
Some suggest this verse
should be “Delight yourself in
the things of this world and
then ask Me for them and
they're yours.” That is the sub-
stance of so much preaching
out there because it is the
message people want to hear.
Our response must be “No!” a
thousand times “No!” The lives
we live now are but a speck in
comparison to the glories of
eternity and heaven. Some
seek a relationship with the
Lord as if there is no forever
and there is no heaven. They
greedily are focused on today
and what they can grasp for
themselves, not realizing that
this life is our precious oppor-
tunity to “Delight in Him!”
