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We recently focused on a
special prayer of the Apostle
Paul's recorded in Colossians
chapter one. We rarely write
down or record our prayers to
the Lord, but, how thankful we
are that the prayers of Paul's
heart, as inspired by the Holy
Spirit, are forever given as a
Biblical pattern for us. It is
such a blessing to be effected
by the prayers of another
person and to be challenged by
the example of their lives. The
scriptures truly emphasize to
us the matter of example and
pattern.

Our first and primary
example in all of life is our Lord
and Savior. We are
encouraged in, “.fixing our
eyes on Jesus, the author and
perfector of faith...” and we
are to “consider Him who has
endured such hostility of
sinners against himself, so that
you may not grow weary and
lose heart.” Hebrews 12:2,3.
Paul's eyes were always on
Christ and so should ours be
as well. “...That | may know
Him, and the power of His
resurrection, and the fellowship
of His sufferings, being
conformed to His death!”
Philippians 3:10  Truly Christ
is our example in all things and
we aim to please Him and to
be like Him in every way.
Praise the Lord that by the
effort of God we are being

“conformed to the image of His
Son.” Romans 8:29

We cannot miss the fact that
the Apostle Paul, however, has
been given to all of us who are
members of the Church as Our

Pattern and Our Example.
(Philippians  3:17) The
language is strong and the

message is clear when Paul
says, “Be imitators of me, just
as | also am of Christ.” 1
Corinthians  11:1. As
members of the Body of Christ,
he is Our Apostle and Our
Minister. (Romans 11:13) His
unique role as Our Teacher
and Our Preacher summons
our attentiveness to his letters.
“For this | was appointed a
preacher and an apostle (| am
telling the truth, | am not lying)
as a teacher of the Gentiles in
faith and truth.” | Timothy 2:7
The truth of the Body of
Christ was first revealed to and
through the Apostle Paul as he
received it by direct revelation
from the risen Christ.
(Galatians 1:11,12)
Understanding this helps us
grasp the fact that by God's
design he was given as Our
Revelator. “l, Paul, the
prisoner of Christ Jesus for the
sake of you Gentiles, if indeed
you have heard of the
stewardship of God's grace
which was given to me for you;
that by revelation there was
made known to me the

mystery...”  Ephesians 3:1-3

origins through the ministry of
the Apostle Paul as he is Our
Foundation Layer. “According to
the grace of God which was
given to me, like a wise master
builder, | laid a foundation”, 1
Corinthians 3:10

Through his
careful guidance toward a walk
worthy of the Lord we find him
over and over again to be Our
Admonisher, Our Corrector, and
so positively, Our Encourager.

For if you were to have
countless tutors in Christ, yet
you would not have many
fathers, for in Christ Jesus |
became your father through the
gospel. Therefore | exhort you,
be imitators of me.” 1
Corinthians 4:14-16

scripture truly encourage us to
walk in a way thaty is pleasing
to our Lord.
